IMPACT Exposes
Students to Health
Professionals

One-hundred and eighty 4th and
5th grade students were enrolled in the
IMPACT (Investigating Medical Professions
and Career Tracks) Program - a partnership
between Texas Tech HSC El Paso and the
El Paso Independent School District.
