Do you have any previous acting experience or acting training?

What is your availability? (Days/ Nights/ Weekends)

Are you comfortable with the student touching your body? (Neck, leg, back, stomach, etc.)

If a case requires you to disrobe and/ or wear a hospital gown, what would be your comfort level with this? Please describe any limitations.
This position requires the disclosure of medical history after employment.  Are you comfortable sharing that information with TTUHSC?

To complete the case, the SP must be able to provide an evaluation.  Do you feel comfortable evaluating your experience during the exam?  What accessibility do you have to provide this evaluation? (e-mail, computer, PDA, telephone, etc.)
The SP selection process has multiple steps, including an audition.  What is your availability to complete the next step if you are selected?
