In November 2007, a
small group of interested
lactation and  health

professionals began working out the details
necessary to establish the El Paso Baby Café, a
breastfeeding drop-in center for mothers of all ages
and from all sectors of the community. Application
was made to The Baby Café Charitable Trust, UK.,
and in March 2008, the application was approved

and the license was granted.

The Baby Café approach is to deliver breast-
feeding help to mothers from areas of
disadvantage and health inequality. The model
can be and has been replicated with great
success in large part because of the casudl,
relaxed atmosphere offered together with a high
level of professionalism underpinned by evidence-
based information. Breastfeeding help and support
is provided by skilled health professionals and
other mothers in a friendly, non-clinical, café

style environment.

* To advance the general public’s knowledge of
the health benefits, immediate and long term, of
breastfeeding.
