Anyhow, here are a few bits of information you may find useful.

· Start date:  I submitted four criminal background checks today.  He said they will hopefully be approved by Friday.  As soon as they are approved, I will send out an email letting you all know that you can start.  

· If you have not submitted your criminal background check, please fax it to:  Willow Bend Elementary- Attn:  Randy Harman.  (806) 796-1517.
· Please submit your commitment form to Loni Flores at the Office of Rural & Community Health located on the 2nd floor of the Health Sciences Center.  

· Schedule specifics:  Some of you checked several times in the availability table on the commitment form.  If you plan to mentor during all of those times, fantastic.  If not, please let me know specifically what days and times you can attend.  I will be forwarding Mr. Harman a list of our members and when he can expect you.  Please let me know by Friday.  

· How to get there:  From the intersection of 4th Street & Frankford, head West or away from Loop 289 on 4th Street.  You will continue west for a few miles passing Milwaukee Avenue.  You will keep going until you hit FM 179 or Inler Road.  This intersection has flashing red lights so you can’t miss it.  Turn left.  On 11th street, turn right and you should see the school in front of you.  

· What to do when you get there:  Most of you signed up for at least one lunch period.  For now at least, I think we are going to stick to lunch time mentoring.
