· Teddy Bear Drive Sponsored by the Double T Health Service Corps, Office of Student Diversity relations, and the REC :  Here is more information below:

 Children’s Advocacy Center: 
 The Center conducts forensic interviews for children who have been sexual abused, neglected, or in a traumatic situation.  Every child that goes through the forensic interview receives a teddy bear, a blanket, and a book in hopes of providing some comfort.  The Center at this point has given away over 1,000 teddy bears this year and they are in dire need of filling their shelves again.  I was told by Judy Powell, the Program Director, that in any given month they see anywhere from 50-90 children who have been abused.  Last year they conducted 800 forensic interviews and this year they will surpass that number.  The Center also has a Rural Mobile Unit that goes out and provides services to areas that do not have centers.  Sometimes these children would have to travel 2-4 hours just to seek the attention they deserved.  Here is the website if you are interested: http://www.cacofsp.org/.
