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Writing Effective Examination Questions
In the first hour of Dr. Levitzky’s workshop, he will deal with strategies that should be used when developing questions that test effectively a student’s command of knowledge within a particular field.  Included in this discussion will be the vignette-style questions encouraged by the NBME for Step 1.  In the second hour, participating faculty are encouraged to provide examples of their own questions for hands-on application of the discussed strategies.  
Dr. Levitzky earned his Ph.D. at the Albany Medical College of Union University in 1975. Following a year of post-doctoral training at the Medical College, he was recruited by LSU, where he has been ever since.   Dr. Levitzky serves on the USMLE Step 1 Physiology Test Material Development Committee, and he has presented seminars on teaching and writing at numerous institutions around the country. In the past, he served on various peer review committees for the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools, the Education Committee and the Teaching Section of the American Physiological Society, and several AAMC review committees. He is the recipient of many local teaching awards, and he was named the Arthur C. Guyton Physiology Educator of the Year from the American Physiological Society in 1998.
