Most definitely focusing on your grades, making sure that you're getting your good grades, and 
you're focusing on what you're actually learning. So when it comes time to take the MCAT 
you're not having to, you know, work double time and have to get everything back in your head 
again. Definitely do extracurricular things, do sports, do volunteering, do anything that you can 
and just be involved in your community as well. 
 

Why do you think it is important for these students to be able to 
interact with medical students who look like them?

Yeah, no, I think it's really important that the students get to see people like us and know that 
it's not a certain type of person that has to be involved in this sort of thing. It's open to 
anybody. And you know, the sky's the limit.
