In June of 1963, the President and his brother, AƩorney Gen-

eral Robert Kennedy, faced one of the gravest racial confrontaƟons of the 20th century. De-

spite a federal court order, Alabama Governor George Wallace vowed he would personally 

bar the door to the all-white University of Alabama to prevent two black students from enrol-

ling at the school. With unprecedented access inside the oval office and rare footage of John 

and Bobby making criƟcal, last minute decisions, Crisis is an astonishing and suspenseful film 

classic.
