In addition to his service abroad, Ambassador Nagy 

has served as an Africa advisor to several presidential campaigns including Obama in 2008 and Romney in 2012. Over the 

years, Ambassador Nagy has lived or worked in Zambia, Seychelles, Ethiopia, Togo, Cameroon, Nigeria, and Guinea. 

  

Ambassador Nagy was born in Budapest, Hungary and arrived in the United States as a political refugee in 1957. He received 

a B.A. from Texas Tech University in 1972 and an M.S.A. from George Washington University in 1978.
