Dr. Miriam Nakalembe is a practicing OB/GYN in Kampala, Uganda. 
Since 2000, she has served as a lecturer in the Department of OB/GYN 
at the Medical School of Makerere University, Uganda. She also con-
ducts research in cervical cancer prevention and is pursuing a PhD on 
the same topic. Dr. Nakalembe is passionate about and committed to 
making a difference in the health of women in Africa. November 11-15, 
2012, she will present some results of her research in Atlanta at the an-
nual meeting of the American Society of Tropical Medicine and Hygiene.
