When using BioMedCentral, once you've searched and selected the desired references, select the "RefWorks (no abstracts)" or "RefWorks + abstracts" from the second drop-down box in the SEND TO feature, then click the SEND button.

TTUHSC Libraries Catalog

We have look at the site for TTUHSC but unfortunately it does not appear we will be able to create an import filer for this database.  Below is a sample reference we obtained from TTUHSC.  The problem is with data format. RefWorks imports references using “tags”. Each “tag” has data associated with it (i.e.… the tag “TITLE” would contain the journal title) These tags are need in order for RefWorks to parse out the data to the proper field. You will need to add your references manually using RefWorks' "Add New References" and "Copy and Paste" your references.
