» Preferably from a current or past professor or faculty member

» Application
« January 15 (tentative) — April 1st

Early Acceptance Program

* Primary Qualifications
» Texas Residents
» Graduated from a Texas high school
« U.S. Citizen or Permanent Resident

e Minimum score of 1360 on SAT or a 30 on the ACT upon matriculation from high school
» Superscores not accepted

* Timeline
« May 1: TMDSAS application opens
* October. TMDSAS application closes
 December — January: Interviews
» February — April: Admission decisions given via email
