DOCTOR OF MEDICINE

Our curriculum is divided into three phases with Phase 1 focused on the acquisition of knowledge of the 
scientific bases of medicine allied to an introduction to clinical medicine. Phase 2 and 3 provided instruction 
and experiences in a variety of areas of clinical medicine. Students focus on individual areas of curriculum while 
exploring professional, ethical and clinical areas of medicine through Introduction to Clinical Medicine (ICM) 
and Patients, Physicians and Populations (P3) activities. Flexibility is built into the medical school curriculum 
and allows a custom clinical experience focusing on student interest. Learning occurs in classrooms, small 
group forums and community-based settings.

 TTUHSC School of Medicine offers six dual degree programs.

TEACHING THE MEDICINE OF TOMORROW.

M.D./M.B.A.
A 42-hour, 4-year program focused on providing medical professionals with a strong business 
understanding of tomorrow’s health care system.

M.D./Ph.D.
A 7-year program in which students complete a Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) program between the 
second and third years of medical school.

M.D./M.P.H.
A 45-hour Master of Public Health (MPH) degree in tandem with the MD Degree. This program offers 
studies in Biostatistics, Environmental Health Sciences, Epidemiology, Health Policy Management, Social 
and
Behavioral Sciences, and other public health disciplines..

J.D./M.D.
A 6-year curriculum in which students complete a Doctor of Jurisprudence (J.D.) program in addition 
to their M.D. The coursework consists of 3 years of medical school, 2 years of the J.D. program, and 
then 1 final year of medical school.

M.D./M.S.
A 5-year program in which students complete a Master of Science (M.S.) in Biomedical Research 
between their second and third years of medical school.

M.D.& E.
A 4-year program focused on training physicians who are capable of blending medical knowledge 
and engineering principles. Students complete a Master of Science (M.S.) in Bioengineering 
while in medical school.
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TTUHSC School of Medicine has more dual degree programs 
on the same campus than any other medical school in Texas. 

MULTI-CAMPUS SYSTEM

TTUHSC multiple campuses provide ample opportunity for learning under some of the 
best physicians in Texas. All medical students spend 20 months in Lubbock; subsequently 
students receive clinical training in Lubbock, Amarillo or the Permian Basin (Midland/

TTUHSC School of Medicine offers competitive scholarships to qualified 
medical students. To receive a scholarship, a student must remain in good 
academic standing for the entire academic year. All scholarships are a 
one-time award and are based on availability of funds.

Students must complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid 
(FAFSA) and a School of Medicine scholarship application by April 1st 
of each year. Each student must submit an application to their designated 
campus for each term. All incoming out-of-state students receive a 
scholarship that will reduce their tuition to the in-state tuition rate. In 
recent years, every scholarship applicant has received an award.
