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	A.    GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY:

Statement of Purpose:  Outline protocols for supervision of Physician Assistants and Nurse               Practitioners working in the Department of Psychiatry.
B.    SCOPE:    This policy covers Psychiatry.

C.    ADMINISTRATION & PROCEDURE: 
A.)   No Physician Assistant (PA) or Nurse Practitioner (NP) may exercise independent medical decision making, for example: making a medical diagnosis or prescribe medications. There must be a supervising physician in accordance with the Physician Assistant Practice Act and Nursing Practice Act.
B.)  The physician can delegate duties to the PA or NP based upon their education, training, and experience.  Such duties include but are not limited to:
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C.)  All PA and NP providers must have a current (within one year) Collaborative Practice Agreement/Practice Protocol with the Department of Psychiatry.  It must be reviewed and signed by all supervising physicians. All providers will participate in the monthly collaborative practice meetings.
