            Statement of Purpose:   To educate the individual and family to improve, individual health outcomes by 

            promoting healthy behavior, and facilitating the individual’s and families’ understanding of the patient’s health 

            status, health care options, and consequences of options. To encourage the individual and family participation

            in the decision-making process and increase potential of following the treatment plan.
B.         SCOPE:  This policy covers Psychiatry
C.         ADMINISTRATION & PROCEDURE:
            1.   All instruction will be presented in understandable ways to individuals and families.

            2.   Individual’s educational and learning needs, abilities, and readiness for treatment ( and family when

                  appropriate) will be assessed on an ongoing basis in order to maximize the individual’s ability to 

                  comprehend and implement information.

            3.   Professional staff will consider individual’s culture, emotional barriers, desire and motivation to learn, 

                  physical and cognitive limitations, and language barriers.

            4.   The psychiatric clinic staff will provide written information on the safe and effective use of medication in 

                   accordance with legal requirements and the individual’s needs. See Nursing : 1.
