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	A.     GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY:  
         Statement of Purpose:  To assure that clinic staff operate and conduct themselves within a 

         professional code of ethical behavior.
B.     SCOPE:    
This policy covers Psychiatry.

C.     ADMINISTRATION & PROCEDURE:  
A. Those professional clinical staff who are licensed or certified are to be knowledgeable of and will implement the code of legal and ethical behavior which is promulgated by the respective licensing or certifying boards of their specialty and which is to be found within the board’s licensing or certification standards and ethical guidelines. 
B. Those clinical staff who are not licensed or certified are to operate under the legal and ethical guidelines of their clinical supervisor’s licensing or certifying board. 

 D.     DISTRIBUTION:
