B.         SCOPE:   This policy covers Psychiatry.
C.         ADMINISTRATION & PROCEDURE:
             A.  Professional staff who treat patients with psychotherapy will be responsible for the following 

                   requirements: 
                   1)  To adhere to the ethical and legal guidelines of the State of Texas and TTUHSC as well as those of their 

                         own discipline and licensing body.
                   2)  To assess patients to determine diagnosis and /or psychotherapeutic needs as well as the patient’s 
                         learning needs, abilities, and readiness for treatment.
                   3)  To reassess learning needs abilities and readiness for treatment on an ongoing basis.

                   4)  To refer and consult for any needs for which the clinician has further questions.

                   5)  To staff patients with a multidisciplinary team and subsequent staffing as required throughout the 

                         course of treatment and again at discharge.

                   6)  To initiate the treatment plan and to participate in the updating and review.

                   7)  Submits aftercare plans to the treatment team for review and approval. 

                   8)  To provide education and training in understandable ways to individuals and families to promote and 

                         maintain health and improve care outcomes.

                    9)  To identify and provide educational resources to individuals and families within the organization and 

                          throughout the community.
