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	A.    GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY:

B.    SCOPE:    This policy covers Psychiatry.

C.    ADMINISTRATION & PROCEDURE: 
A.)   It is SWCC policy to screen each patient for depression and anxiety each visit. The counseling services team with provide the assessment tool to the patients, score the tool, and provide feedback to the patients regarding their assessment. The counseling team will them scan the assessment into Power Chart so the oncologist and other members of the team will be able to review as needed.  The originals will then be shredded per the UMC document destruction process. 

B.)  If a patient might benefit from psychiatric services, the counseling team will provide the recommendation to the patient’s oncologist.  The oncologist will discuss with the patient the services available. If the patient and oncologist agree, then a referral will be made through the EMR to the psychiatrist working on the service.   
· Patient demographic information 

· Stated presenting problem
· Other providers of psychiatric or psychological services (will request that patient have records sent)

· Stated urgency (Is the patient voicing intent to harm him/herself or someone else?) 

C.)  The psychiatrist will review the referral and communicate back to the oncologist any questions or concerns he/she may have. He/she will note whether the referral is accepted. Patients will not be turned away based on payor source. If accepted, he/she will provide the information to the schedulers. The scheduler’s will verify benefits and contact the patient to schedule.  The schedule will note whether patient is in need of interpreter services. SOM Policy 3:14.6
