A SNAPSHOT OF YOUNG
CHILDREN’'S DEVELOPMENT
ECTOR COUNTY, TX

Thanks to the support of local teachers, Ector County recently completed a community school
readiness assessment using the Early Development Instrument (EDI). This report summarizes
findings from the EDI, both for the community as a whole and for local neighborhoods. We
hope this report will serve as a catalyst for bringing together individuals, organizations and
community leaders who are working to improve school readiness and create better
environments for our children.

The EDI is a population measure of child development and school readiness, which means that
it collects information about kindergarten age children in participating geographic areas and
creates an overall snapshot of their developmental progress. The EDI does not label or identify
individual children with specific problems.

Instead, it looks at how experiences at home and in the community can help prepare children
for the school environment.

The EDI provides local leaders with the information they need to evaluate school readiness,
plan how to improve programs and supports, and better coordinate services to help
